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District	100	parents	should	be	partners	in	their	children’s	education	by	participating	in	the	
following	activities:	

1. Communicate	on	a	regular	basis	with	the	school	on	academic,	social,	and	emotional	issues	by
phone,	writing,	Email,	or	in	person.

2. Develop	an	awareness	of	the	school	district’s	curriculum	and	the	skills	taught	at	each	grade.

3. Attend	school	meetings	of	the	school’s	district’s	curriculum	and	the	skills	taught	at	each
grade.

4. Attend	school	meetings,	provide	input	on	district	and	school	issues,	and	volunteer	for	school
activities	and	events.

5. Read	and	return	all	required	communications	and	forums	from	school.

6. Monitor	and	assure	completion	of	homework	and	assignments.

7. Attend	conferences	designed	to	report	student	progress.

8. Provide	encouragement	and	support	to	promote	your	child’s	achievement.

9. Report	problems	and	concerns	as	soon	as	they	appear.

10. Become	personally	involved	in	activities	designed	to	strengthen	your	child’s	learning	such	as
trips	to	libraries,	zoos,	museums,	etc.

11. Arrange	family	activities	around	the	school	calendar	so	they	don’t	interrupt	the	education
of	your	child.

12. Listen	to	phone	messages	about	school	events/activities.
